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HEALTH ACADEMY CLINICAL JOURNAL
1. Each student must complete the Clinical Journal daily. This should be a reflection of the activities in which the student participated. Students can also write questions or concerns that they want to discuss with their Clinical Instructor. 
2. The last day of the clinical week will serve as a summary of the week’s activities/events. This should not be a retelling of the earlier journal days but a reflection of the week. Students want to include the positive things, the not so positive things, the things they learned, how they felt, what they could do to make things better for their clinical experience or for the patients they encounter.
3. The journal must be submitted to the Clinical Instructor on the first day of the following week. Journals that are not submitted on the first day will result in loss of five (5) points on the Clinical Evaluation sheet. 
4. Journals are an important component of the clinical experience. Students need to take the completion of the journal seriously and use it as a learning tool. 
5. The Clinical Instructors will answer all questions or concerned posed in the journals. Copies of the journals should be returned to the student on a regular basis so the student can review the comments made by the Clinical Instructor. (Suggestion would be to have students develop a journal notebook. After reviewing the weekly journal and making necessary responses, the Clinical Instructor would return the journal page to the student. Completion and submission of this notebook would be part of the student’s final evaluation.) 
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
